In Q3 2022, twelve counties had annualised growth in the standardised average rent for new tenancies above 10% (see Figure
3). On a yearly basis, at the county level, the lowest growth in the standardised average rent for new tenancies in Q3 2022 was
in Kilkenny where new tenancy rents fell by 0.3%. Kerry reported 16.5% year-on-year growth in standardised average rent in
new tenancies.

Reasons for Rental Disputes in Q3 2022°

The top three reasons for dispute listed on Dispute Resolution Service applications received in Q3 2022 were:
1. Rent arrears/rent arrears and overholding (35% of cases),

2. Validity of Notice of Termination (18% of cases),

3. Deposit retention (15% of cases).
